Big Bend Habitat for Humanity is a local non-profit organization dedicated to eliminating substandard housing and homelessness in Leon and Gadsden County.Habitat selects homeowners based on each family’s needs and income. Homeowners help with the construction of their home by contributing 400 hours of “sweat equity”. After moving into their new house, homeowners make monthly mortgage payments to Habitat. Unlike a regular lender, Habitat charges zero interest. Homeowners are qualified based on the following:

· Residency: Lived in Leon or Gadsden County for 12 months or more.

· Employment:  The same job or source of verifiable income for 6 months or more and the total annual income meets our income guidelines (See back of brochure.)

· Substandard Housing: Current home is in poor condition, is extremely overcrowded or in an unsafe environment.

· Down Payment & Location: Willing and able to make a small cash down payment and live on a lot selected by Habitat.

· Sweat Equity: Willing and able to work and contribute “sweat equity”.
