Tagging and Sale Instructions:

Please save this flyer and follow these instructions exactly! When dropping off items at
church please remember to fill out a registration form.

ALL SELLERS must tag your items with your seller code: this is the first letter of
your last name and the last 4 digits of your phone number. For example: Mary
Smith 445-1234 would be (S1234).

Use % of a 3x5 index card. Please do not use stickers or scraps of paper. Only one
tag per item. Use safety pins to attach tag to your clothing items.

Use blue or black ink to complete your cards. Place your seller code in the top left
corner of tag. Describe each item, example: Girls Pink Slacks. Price items in $0.50
increments. If you do not want your items marked down during the Half Price Sale on
Saturday, please use RED ink to complete the entire card.

Absolutely NO STAINED ITEMS. All clothing and linens should be fresh, clean and
without odor.

Use actual number sizes NOT S,M,L, etc. Estimate unknown sizes up to size 14 or
Juniors.

Hang all articles of clothing on wire
% e hangers, facing left. S1234 Size 8

Attach tag near right shoulder using a $6.00

Safety Pin. No straight pins will be
accepted! Why??? 1) Straight pins fall into GIRLS PINK SLACKS
the carpet where children often play and crawl. 2) We do our best to watch all
shoppers, but tags attached with straight pins are easily switched or lost. Please sort
clothing by size and sex for easy set-up on clothing racks.

For items other than clothing, secure tags with tape. Tape bagged toys securely
closed. Secure tags on outside of bag also with tape.

Group items and bag for better sales and to save your time. Example: bag of hot
wheels, bag of army men, legos, small action figures, Barbie clothes and shoes, etc.

Rubber band shoes together or place in gallon zip lock bag. Label bag or safety pin
tag to shoe lace or through hole.
