Heart and Head rendering here:

God tells us throughout the Bible how very much He loves us:

Hos 2:14:  “I will lead her into the desert…speak tenderly to her…”

Ps 103:  His mercy and forgiveness…

Song 4:19:  You have stolen my heart…

Zeph 3:17:  He will quiet you with His love

Hos 2:21 – 22:  “I will espouse you to me forever.” 



“I will espouse you in fidelity.”

Espouse means “to marry” – remember a covenant to God – forever – God wants to “espouse/marry” us forever!

Christ tells us repeatedly that He is our Bridegroom (Matt 9:15, Matt 25:1 – 10 – Parable of the 10 Virgins)

The wedding feast of the Lamb

Rev 19:  “For the day of the Lamb has come, His bride has made herself ready. “
God’s rendering with Man – in Covenant

 Read the Prodigal Son parable:  Luke 15:25 – 32
Notes:  (The following notes are from Dee Lopez: While the parable is called The Prodigal Son (prodigal means extravagant/wasteful) … it could just as easily be called the parable of “The Loving Father” because it speaks more about the father’s love (i.e. God’s love for us) than of the sinfulness of the younger son.   Although the road to God for each Prodigal Son is different, we can be assured that He is always willing to welcome each of us home into His loving and forgiving arms.

God’s love rendering here:

Older brother syndrome results in defensiveness, judmentalism, pride, hardness of heart.  An older brother is usually right – loyal, hard-working, legalistic.
“Bad people loved to hang out with Jesus.”  (Jack Frost, 92)

How do “bad” people feel around you?  Loved and accepted or fear, shame and rejection?
