Rather __to explain with reason__ – (1 Peter 3:15 also Matt 24:43 – 44)
1. Stand guard against the thief who comes to destroy

4-year Curriculum

II. Where have we gone?
By What Authority?

Discussed God’s authority – given to man throughout the OT

God, the Alpha and the Omega, the One who says, “Let there be light” and there is light, bestows His divine authority unto man:  
Adam:    name the animals (at creation)
Noah:     build an ark and save creation
Abraham:  build a nation (12 tribes)

Moses:   lead my people
David:    rule my people
Christ:    save my people
Ultimate authority given to Jesus Christ “I am” – power to  heal and forgive 
(this is key to our teaching this semester)

Notes:   “I AM” – name reserved for Yahweh – spoken to Moses (Ex 3:11-14)
Establishment of the Church, The Early Church Fathers, and Magisterium – teaching body of the Church, ending with a beautiful teaching by Tom Neal on the Pope’s first Encyclical – God is love!

 It is through the Church that we learn to __believe__.
(CCC 168)  It is the Church that first believes…nourishes and sustains our faith…

Notes:  Our role as women parallels the role of the Church – we are to lead others to Christ through our faith and love of God.
III. What Must I do to be Saved:  Salvation through the Heart of a Woman
John 3:16 – 21:  scripture for this class – God is calling each of us into the light!
(CCC 171) The Church guards the faith
(CCC 143)  “By faith, man completely submits his intellect and his will to God with his whole being man gives his assent to God the revealer.  Sacred Scripture calls this human response to God the author of revelation, “the obedience of faith” (Rom 1:5, 16:26)

As we study salvation… (to save … also, to heal and to restore)
SAVED:  
by His resurrection we are saved  (“…just as Christ was raised 



from the dead … we too might live in newness of life.”
 

(Rom 6:4)
HEALED:
“… by His stripes we were healed.” (Is. 53:5)
FORGIVE:
“Father, forgive them, they know not what they do.”
 


(Luke 23:33 – 34)
WOUNDED: 
“Before the cock crows today, you will deny me 3 times.”


(Luke 22:61)
LOVE: 
“We have come to know and to believe in the love God has for 


  us.”  God is love! (1 John 4:16)
Christ came to SAVE us through His resurrection but wants first to HEAL us of our WOUNDS.  Before He can heal us, we must first be willing to FORGIVE those who have wounded us.  It is only when we are open to LOVE fully that we may be live life abundantly!
